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Defining Research: “research is defined as a process of investigation leading to new insights, effectively shared.” (REF 2014)
What does it include? Haseman, in Smith (p. 6), notes that: “performative researchers progress their studies by employing variations of; reflective practice, participant observation, performance ethnography, ethnodrama, biographical/autobiographical/narrative inquiry, and inquiry cycle from action research”.

Integrating the ‘research’ with the ‘practice’: 
“The innovative and critical potential of practice-based research lies in its capacity to generate personally situated knowledge and new ways of modelling and externalising such knowledge while at the same time, revealing philosophical, social and cultural contexts for the critical intervention and application of knowledge outcomes.” Barret and Bolt (p. 2)
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
